Bridgeway House November/December 

Bridgeway House is a Eugene-based organization that supports individuals with autism and their fami-

lies.  Services include social groups, in-home therapy, behavioral consultations, and parentsô night out, to 

name a few. It also provides opportunities for fun: day camp, plays, and a variety of recreational classes.   

I am writing today to share how Bridgeway House has supported my son and our family.  For the past 

two years Bridgeway has provided us opportunities for social success, emotional support and financial 

help. 

 

Matthew is nine years old and has Aspergers and ADHD. Prior to his diagnosis, Matthew tried and failed 

at many activities: soccer, swim lessons, and Tae Kwan Do, to name a few.  At school, Matthew had 

great teachers, but no formal support due to the lack of a label.  As a result, his social deficiencies grew 

more pronounced and his self esteem began to suffer. 

 

I had heard of Bridgeway House but never called, afraid I would be turned away because of the lack of a 

diagnosis.  Never had I been more wrong.  Less than a week after I called, Matthew was enrolled in a so-

cial group.  The group provided Matthew with a new opportunity- being a leader.  Two years later, Mat-

thew has been a part of many activities, including a play, the Eugene Celebration parade, and a week 

long day camp!  In addition, Matthew has started to use his new social skills at school and other public 

places. 

 

For the past two years the people at Bridgeway proved to be a great source of emotional support for our 

family.  As families with autism know, some weeks can be difficult to get through and the people at 

Bridgeway were always ready with their hugs and words of encouragement. Getting Matthew identified 

proved to be a challenge as well; Bridgeway provided channels of resources and the ins and outs of edu-

cational rights.  Bridgeway came through again when the economy hit our family hard and we became a 

single income family.  Financial scholarships enabled Matthew to continue with the classes and activities 

he enjoyed with new found friends.  Bridgeway House has become a huge part of our familyôs life.   

 

With autism continuing to rise, the need has never been greater.  Today autism impacts one in ninety-one 

children and Bridgeway House is on the front lines helping families like mine to build a foundation for 

success.
