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2009 Cinco de Mayo  

Fundraiser Huge Success! 

The 2009 Bridgeway House Cinco de Mayo fundraiser and celebration sizzled with excitement as guests raised the bar to 

support children and families of all income levels with autism and related disabilities.  The eveningôs highlights included 

the presentation of the Bernard Rimland Award to Janice Janzen; guest speakers Representative Chris Edwards, Nick Na-

leid, and Sarah Paige; and Dr. Catherine Gallo of NeuroSpine Institute, a title sponsor for the event.    

Each year, a Bridgeway House award committee nominates candidates who have improved the lives of children and fami-

lies with autism in Lane County for the Bernard Rimland award.  Award presenters Cynthia Herr and Mary Ann Winter-

Messier received the Bernard Rimland award last year for their work at the University of Oregonôs Project PASS 

(Preparing Autism Specialists for Schools), a program designed to further understanding and provide tools to teachers 

working with children with autism.  This yearôs recipient, Janice Janzen, a retired special education teacher who worked 

tirelessly on behalf of children and families with autism, co-founded what is now the Autism Society of Oregon and devel-

oped and implemented Oregonôs Regional Autism Services Model.  Moreover, she conducted autism workshops across the 

country, and authored several landmark books including Autism; Understanding the Nature of Autism: A Practical Guide; 

Autism: Facts and Strategies for Parents; and Understanding the Nature of Autism: A Guide to the Autism Spectrum Disor-

ders.  Bridgeway House was delighted to honor this passionate educator for a lifetime of service to children and families 

with autism.   

Additionally, parents and siblings of children with autism added new dimensions of understanding regarding living with 

loved ones on the autism spectrum.  Representative Chris Edwards, the parent of a child with autism, spoke about his in-

volvement with the Oregon Autism Commission and its mission to improve services to children on the autism spectrum, 

encouraging those who wish to become involved with the commission to apply.  Then Dr. Catherine Gallo, also the parent 

of a child with autism, spoke compassionately about the heartbreak and confusion parents experience during the discovery 

phase of parenting a child with autism.  Dr. Gallo complimented Bridgeway House on its ability to serve parents and chil-

dren of all income levels with varying needs.   Nick Naleid and Sarah Paige, siblings of children with autism, followed with 

stories from their lives, offering insight into the experience of growing up with autism as a prevailing force in their homes. 

Finally, thrilling guests with their exciting news, Bridgeway House Director Paticia Wigney and Bridgeway House Presi-

dent Doug Richards announced that Bridgeway House has officially become a school!  Bridgeway House received state 

approval to provide an appropriate education for those whose needs are not being met in their current school placement.  

Thanks to years of donor support and tenacious dedication on behalf of founding visionaries who pursued this important 

goal from the start, Bridgeway House has reached a new benchmark in its ability to serve children and families with autism 

and related disabilities!  With such a stroke of empowerment, we can only marvel and wonder at the promise of Cinco de 

Mayo 2010.
